Year 1 - Spring 1 

 

I know doubles and halves of numbers to 10. 

By the end of this half term, children should know the following facts. The aim is for them to 

recall these facts instantly. 

0 + 0 = 0 ½ of 0 = 0 

1 + 1 = 1 ½ of 2 = 1 

2 + 2 = 4 ½ of 4 = 2 Key Vocabulary 

3 + 3 = 6 ½ of 6 = 3 What is double 9? 

4 + 4 = 8 ½ of 8 = 4 What is half of 6? 

5 + 5 = 10 ½ of 10 = 5 

6 + 6 = 12 

7 + 7 = 14 

8 + 8 = 16 

9 + 9 = 18 

10 + 10 = 20

“Pong”͘ The child replies, “Ping,” and then halves the next number given ͘
